A. Summary of Plan
The purpose of the Menominee County Land Information Plan 2010 – 2015 is to redefine and update the previous Menominee County Land Records Modernization Plans from 1999 and 2005.  This updated plan will establish the direction of the Menominee County Land Information Office in moving forward with the land records modernization in accordance with the Wisconsin Land Information Program (WLIP).  

This plan is continuously evolving, and may need to be changed in the future to reflect such occurrences of new application priorities or changes in technology.    The Menominee County Land Information Plan will be able to provide County and Town officials, state agencies, private entities and any other interested parties with some basic information of the County’s efforts in land records modernization and its potential applications.
Menominee County strives to provide accessible, complete, accurate and timely land information which is available to state and local units of government, as well as state and federal agencies, public utilities and the general public.  The goal of the County is to provide land information on our newly established County website which was up and running in early 2010.  
On October 21, 2010, the Menominee County Board of Supervisors adopted resolution number 2010-14 entitled Creation of a Menominee County Land Information Council, the motion was made by Supervisor Roberts, and seconded by Supervisor Hermes.   This Land Information Council will consist of two County Board Supervisors, the LIO/Property Lister, a realtor, Treasurer/Register of Deeds, Telecommunications/Emergency Management Director, and the Zoning Administrator/Land Conservationist for a total of seven members.

In order to realize the goals and objectives of this plan, the County must meet a number of critical success factors. a. Menominee County utilizes both geographical and statistical data from numerous outside sources.  The county will continue to seek data from other state and local sources as necessary.  

b. Remonumentation, but lack of funding is a problem
c. The County’s GIS software vendor is Environmental System Research Institute (ESRI).  ESRI is a member of the Open GIS Consortium and proposes to support open GIS transfer and data sharing requirements.  The hardware and software used by the County is Microsoft Windows based.  Upgrades will be made as needed.  The County plans to continue the use of WLIA and WLIA standards such as the parcel I.D., and the Wisconsin County Coordinate System.

d. Menominee County uses the Menominee County Coordinate System.
B. Progress Report on Ongoing Activities
Menominee County has been able to achieve most of the goals and objectives set forth in their 2005-2010 Land Information Plan.  Such activities enabled by the WLIP grant were as follows:

· Digital orthophotography – Menominee County obtained orthophotography in 6” for the villages and 18” for the more rural areas from Ayres in conjunction with the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission in 2006.  From these orthophotographs, centerlines were then obtained.  Funding did not permit the County to participate in the latest consortium to obtain updated photos in 2010.
· Menominee County has recently implemented a new County website.  This is an on going activity, in which the LIO will be working to ensure that land information can be made available for use by the public via the internet.
· The Menominee County LIO attends the WLIA Annual conferences, and as to many Regional conferences as time and funding permits.

C. New Initiatives

1. Proposed Projects

Website The County plans to develop an area within our website to make land information accessible to the public.  The County will monitor the developments of the Wisconsin Land Information Program (WLIP) Internet Land Information Clearinghouse so our plans are consistent with their efforts.

Invasive Species Mapping In response to increasing threats of invasive species, the Menominee County Land Information Office will continue to create and maintain mapping of such areas to aid the Menominee County Land Conservation Department in its efforts to protect and enhance the natural resources located here within Menominee County.  Locations of species will be updated on a continual basis and stored in GIS. This data can be utilized in maps that will help planning for control efforts and allow comparisons to be made from year to year as controls are implemented.
Census/Redistricting Maps Upon completion, the Menominee County Land Information Office will incorporate the data into our GIS.  Assist with the redistricting mapping process of our voting districts.

E-911 Mapping.  The Land Information Office will be assisting the Menominee County Telecommunications Department in their efforts to put an E-911 system in place by delivering all useful mapping applications.
Orthophotography The County would like to participate in the next consortium to update their orthophotography with new imagery, funding permitting.  The current Orthophotography is from 2005 consortium.
Geodatabses (GDB) Menominee County has in place some GDB’s created with the assistance of the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for use within ArcGIS.  The Land Information Office would like to continue the development and maintenance of future GDB’s after the LIO has attended the necessary training.
2.  Assistance Requested 

a. The Menominee County Land Information Office is currently staffed by one person who is the LIO, the GIS Coordinator, and Property Lister.  This person is directly responsible for the County’s GIS system, and will continue to get the necessary training as required.  The LIO continues to utilize the LIO-list server to stay informed on the latest information affecting this program.  The County does have internet connectivity and the LIO will connect to the WLIP Land Information Clearinghouse as well as the Technical List Server as deemed necessary.
b. The Menominee County Land Information Office finds it crucial that the WLIP continues so that both the retained fees and the grants are available for ongoing and new projects in Menominee County.  Without the continued support of the WLIP at current funding levels, the Menominee County Land Information Office would cease to exist.  A small percentage of land within Menominee County is fee land, meaning very few real estate transactions occur annually, therefore revenues generated from retained fees are by far the lowest in the state.  It is also important for the WLIB to ensure the program continues to be focused on creation and maintenance of land information data for the Menominee County Land Information Office. 
c. It is one of the goals and objectives of the Menominee County Land Information to make every effort to ensure access to Land Information on the newly implemented Menominee County website.
d. The County will continue to follow County ordinances and State Statutes for Procurement of services/products related to this Land Information Plan.
2. Problems Encountered
The only foreseeable problem would be the end of the WLIP funding, without it, the Menominee County Land Information Office would cease to exist.  As previously mentioned, only a small percentage of land within Menominee County is fee land (taxable), meaning very few real estate transactions occur annually, therefore revenues generated from retained fees are by far the lowest in the state.
D. Custodial Responsibilities
1. The custodial authority is established by state statute and County ordinance.  The Menominee County Land Information Office has custodianship of the topographic/planimetric base map information.  The Menominee County GIS/Land Information Office is responsible for the assignment and maintenance of the tax/parcel-id, and rural addressing numbering, and other information related for all taxable properties, which are approximately 3200 parcels within Menominee County boundaries. The Menominee County Register of Deeds is responsible for recording deeds, mortgages, certified surveys, and maintaining a tract index of real property.
E. Framework Data, System and Statewide Standards
1. Geographic Positioning Reference Frameworks

a. Geodetic control networks. In 1995 Menominee County and Tribe worked with the ECWRPC towards the development of geodetic densification in 1994. The network, referred to as GPSNET, consists of 9 stations in total: two primary stations (1 ppm); four secondary stations (2 ppm); one tertiary station (4 ppm); and 2 azimuths. All stations were tied to the Wisconsin High Precision Geodetic Network (WHPGN), based on the horizontal North American Datum 1983 (1991) – NAD83 (91) adjustment. These stations were established using the specifications and standards described in the “Request for Proposal (RFP) on Establishment of a High Accuracy Geodetic Network Using the Global Positioning (GPS) Technology for East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission (ECWRPC).” This RFP may be found in Appendix 1 of “Standards, Specifications, and Guidelines to Support Densification of the Wisconsin High Accuracy Reference Network (HARN) Using Global Positioning System (GPS) Technology, June 1995,” a report of the Wisconsin GPS Standards Work Group.

b. U.S. Public Land Survey System. All of the 403 U.S. Public Land Survey Section and quarter corners need to be remonumented and to have their coordinates and elevations determined. Moreover, no accurate digital USPLSS coverage exists for Menominee Reservation & County by which parcels or other digital land information may be geodetically referenced. Neither the County nor the Tribe has an active corner remonumentation plan program at this time, although it definitely is needed. Menominee County and Tribe will continue surveying and remonumentation on an ad hoc and as needed basis. When and if such occurs, a control survey network assigning state plane coordinate values and elevations to USPLSS section corners and quarter corners will be generated. Recommended standards for Public Land Survey System Corners will be met. The County and Tribal Community Development Department will maintain the custodial responsibility for the PLSS. 

2. Orthoimagery and Georeference Image Base Data
a. Photogrammetric Base Maps. Photogrammetric base mapping was completed over the course of several years in three planned phases as described in previous WLIB grant-in-aid applications. Menominee County and the Menominee Indian Tribe acquired photogrammetric ground control and aerial photography for all the populated areas of the Reservation/County. Photogrammetric base mapping encompassed the nine (9) sections of the unincorporated Village of Keshena, nineteen (19) sections in the Legend and Moshawquit Lake area, sixteen (16) sections of Neopit and Zoar, five (5) sections in the West Branch area, some portion of the South Branch area, and the Highway 55 corridor. The work was completed in spring of 1999.
b.  Digital Orthophotography (DOP)

Photogrammetric base mapping has been updated in 2005 by Ayres Associates, in coordination with East Central Regional Planning Commission.  The Menominee County Land Information Office acquired Photogrammetric ground control and aerial photography for all the populated areas of Menominee County/Indian Reservation in 6” and 18”.  The Photogrammetric base mapping shall encompass 46 sections.
3.  Elevation Data Products and Topographic Base Data

Digital Terrain Models Menominee County and Menominee Indian Tribe have 2’ and 5’ contours for the communities described in Photogrammetric Base maps. The County and Tribe also intend to acquire the digital elevation model (DEM) needed for the creation of the orthophotos.
4.  Parcel Mapping
a.
The preparation of parcel property maps that refer boundaries to the public land survey system and are suitable for use by local governmental units for accurate land title boundary line or land survey information
Menominee County and the Menominee Indian Tribe developed digital parcel maps separately and without the benefit of a digital PLSS coverage by which to reference them.  Therefore, the parcel maps indicate the relative position of the parcels to each other and the planimetric base map features only; they serve as a way to index tracts and are by no means intended as a substitute for a certified land survey or for guaranteeing title to a property.

b. The preparation of property maps that do not refer boundaries to the public land survey system that is suitable for use by local governmental units for planning purposes 
As previously stated, all of the 403 U.S. Public Land Survey Section and quarter corners need to be remonumented and to have their coordinates and elevations determined.  No digital USPLSS coverage exists by which parcels or other digital and information may be geodetically referenced.  

c. Coordinate System Used   

The Menominee County LIO continues to update parcels, property         maps from newly submitted certified surveys using coordinate geometry.  The Land Information Office uses the Menominee County Coordinate System.  

d. Parcel ID

Menominee County’s tax-id which was assigned by the Assessor is used as the parcel identification number (pin) and does not fully conform to the WLIB parcel numbering system.
5. Parcel Administration and Assessment Information

a. The design, development and implementation of a land information system that contains and integrates, at a minimum, property and ownership records with boundary information, including a parcel identifier referenced to the U.S. Public Land Survey

Menominee County’s database design, once implemented, will support integration of digital parcel maps with property and ownership information by linking data through key fields.

b. Activities associated with modernizing the use of parcel level information once created from and in support of parcel maps

Parcel ID Menominee County’s tax-id which was assigned by the Assessor is used as the parcel identification number (pin) and does not fully conform to the WLIB parcel numbering system.
Tax data The tax database is designed so that information can be accessed by PIN, owner name, legal description, site address and can also be linked to GIS parcel layer.

Site address A site address was implemented throughout the entire Menominee County and Indian Reservation in 1999.  The site address information can be accessed through the tax database and is a GIS layer.  Addresses are maintained by the GIS/Land Information Office.

Owner Name & Address Parcel ownership is maintained on a daily basis by using recorded documents from Register of Deeds Office.

Document Imaging Imaging of documents relating to property transactions is a duty within the Register of Deeds office.
Real Estate Transactions The Register of Deeds maintains a tract index for the County.  Searches can be done by grantor/grantee, town/section/range or by the legal description.
Assessment Class These codes are assigned to properties by the County’s Assessor and is maintained in the tax database.

Evidence of Title Evidence of title can be obtained in through the Register of Deeds Office in the tract index.

6. Street/Road Centerlines, Address Ranges and Address Points
a. Transportation Network The County maintains the existing transportation network; this would include centerlines, and annotation of all named public and private roads within Menominee County.
b. Rights of Way The Right of ways for all state, town and county roads is maintained by the Menominee County Highway Department.
c. Centerlines The centerlines are maintained for roads within Menominee County.
d. Address Ranges The address ranges are maintained for Menominee County in the Land Information Office.
e. Site Address Database A site address was implemented throughout the entire Menominee County and Indian Reservation in 1999.  The site address information can be accessed through the tax database and is a GIS layer.  Addresses are maintained by the GIS/Land Information Office. Addressing standards for local government, with consideration given to FGDC and USPS have been followed in this process.
f. Address point, structure and/or driveway Aerial photos are used to assist with locating of driveways and buildings, these layers are maintained on a regular basis. 
g. Road names Road names within Menominee County are in accordance with the Menominee County Rural Addressing Ordinance #42, section 3.  The Menominee County Land Information Office also maintains a road name layer in GIS.
h. Functional Class Functional class is maintained by the Menominee County Highway Department in PASER system.
i. Places/Landmarks Menominee County does not currently have an official recreation map showing various places of interest and/or landmarks within the county.  Places and landmarks of Menominee County are identified within the Land Information Office’s GIS.
j. Integration with the County’s Master Street Address Guide (MSAG) Menominee County Land Information Office in coordination with the Menominee County Telecommunications Department will be creating the MSAG in the very near future in order to have an E-911 System in place for the County.
k. Ability to support emergency planning, response and mapping The Menominee County GIS/Land Information Office has the abilities to supply this type of information.  Mapping was done for the Hazardous Mitigation Plan for the Local Emergency Government Department and submitted to state and federal agencies for approval.  The Menominee County Land Information Office has also developed a Fire Number & Road Directory that is available for emergency officials as well as the public.
l. Ability to support Wireless 911

Due to lack of funding to maintain the wireless 911, this is not an option for the County at this time.
7.  Hydrography, Hydrology and Wetlands Mapping
a. Wetlands Mapping Menominee County maintains the WISTEC version of the Department of Natural Resources Wetland Inventory digital coverage (Wis. DNR Wetland Map standards – Wis. Stat. 23.32 Wis. Stats.).
8. Soils Mapping, Land Cover and other Natural Resource Data
a. Menominee County Land Conservation Office has acquired this data through the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS); and the soils mapping standards are compliant with such.
9. Land Use Mapping
a. Mapping of existing land use Menominee County has worked in conjunction with ECWRPC to map the existing land use of Menominee County.
10.  Zoning Mapping 
a. Zoning Districts The Menominee County Land Information Office has created a countywide zoning districts map; it is updated as needed with direction from the Zoning Administrator.

b. Shorelands Menominee County has access to mapping done by Tribal Environmental Services and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. 

c. Floodplains and floodways Menominee County would like to acquire FEMA floodplain maps.
d. Burial sites, Historical/cultural sites, and Archeological sites These layers are developed, maintained and stored by the Menominee Indian Tribe Historic Preservation Department due to the extreme sensitivity of this information.
11. Election and Administrative Boundary System

a. State outline, County Boundaries, Minor Civil division boundaries, Native American Lands Menominee County Land Information Office has incorporated existing layers of state and county boundaries from other sources into the GIS system and will update them as necessary.  The reservation boundaries are maintained in digital format by the Menominee County Land Information Office as well as by the Menominee Tribal Community Development Department.  The boundaries of Menominee County/Town and of the Menominee Indian Reservation are not entirely identical; the Menominee Indian Tribe purchased lands within Shawano County and has put them into trust.  The Menominee County GIS/Land Information Office also maintains a layer of fee lands vs. trust lands.
b. Election (voting district) boundaries, wards, supervisory) In 2001 Menominee County did redistricting for the voting districts/wards/supervisory based on the 2000 Census using Wisconsin Shape Editor for Local Redistricting (WISE-LR) software.  These boundaries were then incorporated into a layer in AutoCAD Map.  The Land Information Office is awaiting new 2010 Census data to aid in the updated redistricting process.
12. Critical Infrastructure and Facilities Management

a. Emergency Service Districts Menominee County Land Information Office maintains a mapping layer for the fire districts within the County, and is maintained as necessary.
b. Fire/Police Districts Menominee County Land Information Office maintains a mapping layer for the fire districts within the County, and is maintained as necessary.
c. Utilities Menominee County Land Information Office maintains a mapping layer for transmission substation, transmission lines, and two of the utility companies that occupy Menominee County.  This layer was developed with the assistance of the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for use within our Comprehensive Plan, and will be maintained as necessary.
d. Parks & Recreational Trails The Menominee County Land Information Office maintains a mapping layer for parks located within Menominee County.  This layer is a part of our Community Facilities Map which was developed with the assistance of the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for use within our Comprehensive Plan, and will be maintained as necessary.
e. Boat Landings Menominee County Land Information Office maintains a mapping layer for the public boat landings within Menominee County.  This layer is a part of our Community Facilities Map which was developed with the assistance of the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for use within our Comprehensive Plan, and will be maintained as necessary.
f. Landfills Menominee County Land Information Office maintains a mapping layer for the landfills located within Menominee County.  This layer is a part of our Community Facilities Map which was developed with the assistance of the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for use within our Comprehensive Plan, and will be maintained as necessary.
13.  Database Design and System Implementation
a. Project Approach Design Evaluation Menominee County will review the design to determine functionality of the application.
b. Project Approach Menominee County GIS/Land Information Office will take this into consideration dependent upon available funding.
c. Timeline This is all dependent upon the available funding.
d. Security/Privacy

As mentioned above, Menominee County follows the Wisconsin Open Records Law and complies with state statutes for access to restricted records. 
F. Public Access

a. Use of technology to facilitate efficient access (e.g. internet, query systems, cd) Provide a public access terminal for tabular property ownership data searches.  Eventually the capability for accessing the GIS layers will be added, funding permitting. It is listed in the goals and objectives of Menominee County to get Land Information on our newly implemented website.
e. Data sharing policies (copyright, licensing, fees, etc.)

Menominee County holds custodial responsibility for                      topographic/planimetric base map information.
c.    Open access to data in existing format

       Menominee County follows the Wisconsin Open Records Law           for access to any land record.  
d. System security

Currently, Menominee County has a network system that is backed up daily, then once weekly the tapes are taken off-site for secure storage.  

e. Privacy policies

As mentioned above, Menominee County follows the Wisconsin Open Records Law and complies with state statutes for access to restricted records.  Also, a GIS digital data policy was developed which covers proprietary rights, updates, liability, credits, and authorization.

f. Use of $1 fee designated for land information and housing data Sec. 59.72(5) (b)3

The Menominee County will use the retained fee towards implementing public access to land information on the newly implemented county website.

G. Integration and Cooperation
Menominee County has an informal data sharing agreement with the Menominee Tribal Community Development Department.

Menominee County has participated in a number of cooperative and collaborative projects, and will continue pursuing others as the opportunities arise.  The Rural Addressing project is an example of a successful cooperative and collaborative project.

Menominee County will continue to participate in the forum provided by East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission (ECWRPC), the Wisconsin Land Information Association (WLIA) and the Wisconsin Land Information Program (WLIP) Technical Assistance List Server.
H. Communication, Education, Training and Facilitated Technical   Assistance
a. Resources available Menominee County’s resources are limited due to lack of funding.   The Register of Deeds recorded documents along with the base budget grants, along with some county tax dollars contribute to the accomplishments of the program.
b. Identification of customer needs Menominee County Land   Information Office will work with their newly established Land Information Council, and together they will identify these needs.
c. Use of plan to participate in, clearinghouse/repository and land information technical assistance listserv The Land Information Officer is a member of the LIO listserv group.
d. Use of land information officer education and training funds Receiving the Education and Training grant has been very beneficial to the Menominee County Land Information Officer, it has aided in sending the LIO to attend the WLIA Annual Conference, as well as some of the Regional Conferences.  By attending these conferences, it has broadened the knowledge of the LIO as well as helping to make new contacts throughout the Land Information community.
I. Administrative Standards Not Associated With Foundational Elements This Land Information Plan represents an agreement between Menominee County and the Wisconsin Land Information Board.  This agreement is intended to effectuate the objectives of the Program as embodied in the enabling legislation.  The Board and Menominee County consent as follows:
a. Menominee County agrees to observe and follow statutes relating to the Wisconsin Land Information Program (WLIP) and other relevant statutes.

b. Menominee County agrees to permit the Wisconsin Land Information Board (WLIB) access to WLIP funded books, records, and projects for inspection and audit including unannounced audits by the Board.  Other land information records, etc. will be available in compliance with the Wisconsin Open Records Law and any applicable data sharing agreements/contracts.
c. Menominee County agrees to complete the Annual GIS Inventory Survey.

d. Menominee County agrees to update the Land Information Plan every 5 years and in the interim if the plan should change.

e. Development and implementation of an acceptable Menominee County Land Information Plan confers certain benefits on local government within a county, including continued eligibility for Program funding.  A voluntary peer review process will be used to assess Plan acceptability by the land information community.
