



Section 1 - Regulations Concerning All Games 
(a)
Electronic, Electrical and Mechanical Devices Prohibited 
(1) No person shall possess with the intent to use, or actually use, at any table game, either by himself or in concert with others, any calculator, computer, or other electronic, electrical or mechanical device to assist in projecting an outcome at any table game or in keeping track of or analyzing the cards having been dealt, the changing probabilities of any table game, or the playing strategies to be utilized. 

(b)
Minimum and Maximum Wagers 
(1) A casino shall provide notice of the minimum and maximum wagers in effect at each gaming table, and any changes thereto. 

(c)
Rules of the Games; Notice 
(1) Whenever a casino is required by rule to provide notice of the rules pursuant to which a particular table game will be operated, the casino shall post a sign at the gaming table advising patrons of the rules in effect at that table. 

(2) Except as provided in (3) below as to changes in permissible minimum and maximum wagers, no casino shall change the rules pursuant to which a particular table game is being operated unless, at least one-half hour in advance of such change, the casino. 

(i) Posts a sign at the gaming table advising patrons of the rule change and the time that it will go into effect; 

(ii) Announces the rule change to patrons who are at the table; and 

(3) Notwithstanding (2) above, a casino may at any time change the permissible minimum or maximum wager at a table game upon posting a sign at the gaming table advising patrons of the new permissible minimum or maximum wager and announcing the change to patrons who are at the table. 

(d)
Patron Access to the Rules of the Games; Gaming Guides 
(1) Each casino shall maintain a printed copy of the complete text of the rules of all authorized games and all other information required to be made available to the public.  This information shall be made available to the public for inspection upon request.
(2) Each casino shall make available to patrons upon request an abridged version of the information required to be made available by this section.  Each such version, to be known as a "gaming guide," may be produced in a printed, video or other format. 

(e)
Payout Odds 
(1) Each gaming table shall post or make available the payout odds applicable to that game and table.

(f)
Standards for Supervision
(1) Pit supervisory personnel (with authority equal to or greater than those being supervised) shall provide supervision of all table and card games. 

(2) All table games, except the game of Craps, Baccarat and Mini-Baccarat where the rules of play allow the player to handle the cards, shall be supervised by one supervisor for every 6 tables staffed by dealers. 

(3) All games of Baccarat and Mini-Baccarat where the rules of play allow the player to handle the cards, shall be supervised by one supervisor for every 2 tables staffed by dealers. 

(4) All games of Craps shall be supervised by one supervisor for every 2 tables staffed by dealers.  In addition, a Craps game supervisor may supervise one Blackjack table in addition to Craps.
(i) Gaming management may designate one supervisor for every one staffed Craps table.  In this instance, the Craps game supervisor may supervise 2 Blackjack tables in addition to the one Craps table. 

(5) All games of poker shall be supervised by one supervisor for every 6 tables staffed by dealers. 

(i) Gaming management may designate one supervisor for every 12 staffed Poker tables in cases were a Poker shift supervisor is present and not responsible for the supervision of table games or seating players. 
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
