1. Call to Order:

· The Meeting of the State Capitol and Executive Residence Board (SCERB) was called to order by the Chairperson, Representative Marc C. Duff at 1:00 p.m. 
2. New Members:

Representative Thomas Hebl (D-46) was unable to attend the meeting.

3. Reappointment of Members:

· The following members were reappointed: Representative Marc Duff, Senator Fred Risser, Representative Carol Owens, Senator Brian Burke, and Senator Dale Schultz.
Susan Springman, SCERB Secretary, swore in the new and reappointed members present.  The oaths of office were signed and notarized by Ms. Tammi Alexander, DOA, Division of Buildings and Police Services.
4. Roll Call:

5. Approval of Minutes:  


· Chairman Marc Duff moved for unanimous consent to accept the minutes as recorded from the October 31, 2000 SCERB meeting.  Seconded by Senator Risser.  Approved by a unanimous voice vote.
6. Election of Officers (2 Year Term):
· Senator Risser moved that Representative Marc Duff be nominated for Chairperson.  Seconded by Mr. Potente.  There were no other nominations.  Representative Marc Duff was elected by a unanimous voice vote as SCERB Chairperson.
· Representative Duff moved that Senator Fred Risser be nominated for Legislative Vice-Chairman.  Seconded by Mr. Potente.  There were no other nominations.  Senator Fred Risser was elected by a unanimous voice vote as SCERB Legislative Vice-Chairperson.
· Representative Marc Duff moved that Mr. Eugene Potente be nominated as Public Vice-Chairperson.  Seconded by Senator Risser.  There were no other nominations.  Mr. Eugene Potente was elected by a unanimous voice vote as SCERB Public Vice-Chairperson.
· Susan Springman will continue as SCERB Secretary.

7. Appointment of Subcommittees:  

· The subcommittees will stay the same, other than the new members, who will replace their predecessors.

· Chairperson Duff asked that members let him know if they would like to serve on subcommittees other than the ones they are presently on.

8. Subcommittee on the Executive Residence:
· Ms. Diane Lintelman and Ms. Janet Meier of Carol Bluhm Associates Interiors, presented information on redecorating three bedrooms and bathrooms on the second floor.  This is being done as maintenance, to bring the rooms up to standards.  

· Motion #1: Mr. Potente moved to approve redecorating of three private second-floor rooms and bathrooms of the Executive Residence.  Seconded by Ms. Carrie Davidson-Wood.  Motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.
9. Subcommittee on Capitol Park Grounds:

· Dan Stephans, DOA-Division of Facilities Development, discussed the Capitol Park Master Plan.   The Board has authorized what will be completed.  Long range plans have been deferred for two years until funding is available.  There is no plan to implement any mass destruction of trees.  SCERB will have to approve replacement of diseased trees.
· Susan Springman stated that an inventory of what has been completed and what is left to be done will be presented at the next SCERB meeting.
10. Subcommittee on State Capitol:
A. Status of East Wing Restoration

Dan Stephans stated that the restoration on the first floor has been completed and reported on what still has to be completed.

B. Discussion of Capitol Signage
Dan Stephans displayed the mockup of a freestanding sign to be used in the Capitol and asked if it was the direction the Board wanted to take.  The Board agreed and Mr. Stephans will have several of the signs made up and placed in the Capitol to receive feedback on the signage.

C. Window Blind Color
Michael Stark presented a sample of the blind color the subcommittee is proposing that will blend in with the outside of the building.

The issue of adding locks to the blinds to prevent wear to the drapes was discussed.  The issue was deferred for further discussion.  The locks can be added at a later time.

· Motion #2: Mr. Lewcock moved to approve the blind color sample presented by Michael Stark.  Seconded by Mr. Sewell.  Motion  #2 carried by a unanimous voice vote.
D. Southeast Stairs Basement Addition
Dan Stephans stated that the office space for the Capitol building management will be finished in a manner not consistent with the Capitol.  The area will have more standard finishes.  It cannot be seen from the Capitol.

A skylight concept was discussed but the issue was deferred.  The Board would like to see drawings of the skylight and what it would look like when it is visible at night.

· Motion #3: Representative Duff moved to approve that the Southeast basement addition be finished not like the Capitol finish but a more standard finish.  Seconded by Mr. Potente.  Motion #3 carried by a unanimous voice vote.
E. Elevator Car Interiors
The second proposed elevator car interior sample done in brass was shown.  The Board felt this sample was superior to the first proposal.  The Board requested that a mockup elevator car interior be done before it commits to the project.

11. Other Business
· Mr. Potente stated that the issue of Capitol security should be pursued.  Representative Duff replied that the Capitol Police are still looking for a consultant.  He also stated that the Board is looking at an appropriate way to discuss this issue.  It can go into closed session.

· Carrie Davidson Wood resigned from the Board, as she will be relocating to Washington, D.C.

Adjournment.  The Chairman, Representative Marc Duff, adjourned the meeting at 3:15 p.m.
