Enacted in January 2020, 2019 Wisconsin Act 76 required new criteria to be considered in awarding SSSG funds.  These criteria will be phased in through 2024.
Your answers to the questions below will determine 25 percent of your agency’s potential SSSG award.  In future years, the questions below will determine a larger share of the award.
SINGLE AGENCY APPLICANTS: Limit your total responses to the following to two (2) pages.   Answer the questions within the text of this document.

LEAD AGENCIES: Limit total responses to five (5) pages.   You may choose to describe your subgrantees progress collectively or individually under each question but submit only one set of answers to the questions.  Answer the questions within the text of this document.
Describe your agency’s progress in meeting each of the following criteria.   Use relevant data when available:

1) Participation in a coordinated system of services as part of a continuum of care.  Briefly describe the agency’s current participation or how/if the agency plans to participate in the following areas:

a) Practicing a no-wrong door or other approach to connect persons seeking shelter to coordinated entry

b) Whether clients are assessed with client consent

c) Connection to a coordinated entry list (HMIS or non-HMIS)

d) Working with other agencies to assist clients in accessing all available services and in exiting shelter

e) Participating in HUD-recognized continuum of care or local homeless coalition meetings. 
2) The agency’s history of successfully exiting individuals and families experiencing homelessness to permanent housing.   Provide the number and percentage of exits to permanent housing destinations for the period of September 1, 2019 through August 31, 2020 as well as a narrative that supports/explains the data.

3) The agency’s level of case management provided for individuals and families experiencing homelessness.   Explain how the case management leads to self-resolution, connection to mainstream resources and securing permanent housing.  

4) The agency’s progress in providing a trauma-informed approach to service delivery, including staff training and expertise in a trauma-informed approach (a definition of this approach is provided in the application instructions).

5) The agency’s efforts in providing opportunities for individuals experiencing homelessness to obtain employment, increase income or hours worked.  Describe the agency’s efforts and partnerships with other agencies to meet this objective.  How does the agency assist persons with employment challenges such as disability or trauma?

6) The demand for the agency’s shelter resources.  Provide the average unit utilization from the Housing Inventory Chart (HIC) for the period of September 1, 2019 through August 31, 2020. Is the applicant’s average unit utilization rate at or above 80 percent?  If lower than 80 percent, explain the reasons for the lower rate. 

7) The agency’s average length of stay and how this reflects local conditions. Provide the average length of stay for the period of September 1, 2019 through August 31, 2020. If the agency’s average length of stay is longer than 60 days, explain the reasons for the higher average.
8) The agency’s efforts to serve chronically homeless persons and help reduce chronic homelessness.  Explain the services the agency provides to assist chronically homeless persons in connecting to mainstream resources and securing permanent housing.
