Established in 2001, National Lightning Safety Awareness Week (NLSAW) highlights how to stay safe during a thunderstorm. The National Lightning Safety Council (NLSC) provides information highlighting U.S. lightning fatalities during recent years.

Each day of NLSAW focuses on a specific area of lightning safety, beginning the first day with a general introduction to lightning safety. The consistent NLSAW message throughout the week is to monitor the weather in your area and get to safety before a storm starts. You should also wait at least 30 minutes after the last lightning or thunder before leaving your shelter. 

Wherever you’re working or vacationing this year, follow the NLSC’s advice: “When thunder roars, get indoors!”
