The roof type is a rubber
membrane. The roof was assessed as part of the consultant’s (HGA) building
assessment and recommendation study.

Answer — The exterior windows were replaced in 2012 by contract. The manufacturer
is unknown.

Has any abatement occurred for the identified asbestos-containing materials
and/or lead-based paint?

Answer — Abatement occurred in areas of the building, but not for the building as a
whole, as these were project-area specific and performed by a certified contractor.
The State is not aware of lead paint in the building. Asbestos remains. The WALMS
report previously supplied and posted on the DOA Buy Underutilized Real Property
site includes a Building Summary Log that is updated to the best of DOA’s
knowledge.

Will the office cubicles and miscellaneous FFE be removed prior to the sale of the
property?

Answer — No, all such items will remain and will be the new owner’s responsibility.

Will the seller remove all furniture, fixtures, and personal property prior to closing, or|
will any such items remain and convey with the sale?

Answer — Any such items remaining will convey to the new owner at closing.

Answer — There are a total of nine (9) elevators: seven (7) passenger (Braun Thyssen
Krupp) elevators, modernized in 2019 through 2021, and two (2) service (Otis)
elevators for access to the basement levels, which are original to the building. In
2015, updated motor and controller were installed in Elevator 9. All elevators were
functional through building occupancy (Fall 2025). See Permits to Operate.

Are there any MEP drawings and specifications available? Any information on the
transformers?

Answer — Many MEP drawings and specifications have been developed over the life
of the building; any of these documents that the State has can be made available to
the purchaser of the property.
