In a desperate last minute Hail Mary effort to shore up the City’s initial post-hearing filing, the City
submitted to the Board a “REPLY TO TOWN OF CAMPBELL REBUTTAL” on January 30, 2026. This
submission was filed out of time, contrary to the Board’s deadlines for filing comments (December 12, 2025),
and two business days before the Board’s deliberation session scheduled February 3, 2026. The City did not
have the courtesy to provide a copy of this submittal to the town; rather, IRB staff was kind enough to do so.
The Town objects to consideration of the submission. However, the contents are unavailing to the City’s
position - they fail entirely to support any conclusion other than the area of incorporation meets and succeeds
each of the standards for incorporation of the Village of French Island.

This submission directly addresses misstatements and false legal and other arguments set forth in the

January 30 submission by reference to the page and paragraph.

Section 1 (a) Characteristics of the Territory

Page I - Bullet 1

Size of territory - §66.0205(5) Wis. Stats. requires that an incorporating village in a metropolitan area be at least
4 square miles in area. It is uncontroverted that the Town is comprised of 12.88 square miles. The Circuit Court
has made a formal finding that this standard is met. Indeed, the City appeared before the Circuit Court and
announced that it did not object to this finding. They did so for at least two reasons. First, the statute does not
provide that there must be 4 miles of developable area. Second, the City of La Crosse and Town of Campbell
Boundary Agreement in or about 2000 acknowledged that the Town of Campbell boundaries met the 4-mile
requirement to incorporate and prohibited annexation of properties that would reduce the Town’s property beneath

that threshold (see Exhibit A attached).



Page 2 - Bullet 1

Residential property is west of County BW, fully accessible by County Road and within the Town of Campbell’s
boundary.

Page 2 - Bullet 2

The Town of Shelby’s office is surrounded by City of La Crosse property yet it is not located within the City of
La Crosse, whether City roads are used to access it or not.

Page 3 - Bullet 1

Discussion of road ownership. Clinton, Dawson, Fanta Reed, Bainbridge, Lakeshore are county roads. It should
be noted that numerous County, State Trunk and a Federal Highway located within City limits serve the
transportation needs of the public, including City residents.

Page 3 - Bullet 3
Residents north of the Airport Industrial Park use Lakeshore, a county-maintained road to access their property.
Page 4 - Last Bullet

The Town businesses including Celebrations on the River (and Town taverns) hosts events for the greater Coulee
Region including Campbell, due to superior service, and reduced cost compared to City owned properties such as
the La Crosse Center.

Page 5 - Bullet 1

The Town of Campbell has provided education for Town students from 1800’s onward. It was not until the 1960’s
when the Upper and Lower French Island schools were closing that the School District of La Crosse built Summit
Elementary on Campbell property.

Nearly 1 dozen French Island (Town of Campbell Troop 15) Eagle Scout projects are built on Summit Elementary
property. There is not a single City of La Crosse Eagle Scout project on this property.

Section 1 (b) Territory Beyond the Core

The proposed Village has limited room for growth, other that infill of fully developed parcels. The Village will
shortly be in a redevelopment phase. It is fully developed. Notwithstanding, the City of La Crosse is limiting any
potential for infill or redevelopment that will require more sewer capacity by declaring no new sewer connections
can be made in the absence of a sewer agreement which has expired. Five years of negotiations has not yielded a
new agreement as La Crosse has demanded annexations and free use or Town sewers in exchange for any new
contract. The City must continue to provide service in the interim under PSC regulations.

Section 2 (a) Tax Revenue
Paragraph 2

The Town has raised annual taxes by less than $20 in 2024 and 2025 without reducing services. This includes
adding an additional Librarian, a new dog park, the repavement of Church Street and other major improvements.
The City of La Crosse has consistently reduced services, closed libraries, parks and other public services due to
deficits in their budget. The City cites the lack of available funds to meet the statutory requirements of the Spills
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Law to investigate and remediate PFAS contamination at the Airport. The complete absence of statutory
mandatory investigation and remediation has lasted almost 2 years without any action. (see Exhibit B - attached
from BRRTYS).

Paragraph 2

The FAA required the use of AFFF is compliance with manufacturers guidance. Using AFFF on an airplane where
no fire exists, does not comply with manufacturers guidelines.

The 1970 and 1972 aircraft crashes did not require the use of AFFF. The terminal deicer fire, and cell phone lot
fire did not require AFFF per manufacturers guidelines. The 2 subsequent ARFF vehicle leaks due to operator
error/faulty valves also spilled AFFF. A large part of the AFFF used on the Airport property was not in compliance
with manufacturer guidelines.

Section 2 (b) Level of Services
Page 6 - Bullet 1

Water Service. The assertion that the City can supply better, less costly, and less risky water service is inaccurate.
Per the City of La Crosse’s most recent Water quality report La Crosse Municipal water measures PFOA/OS at
10 ppt this is 2.5 times higher than the EPA threshold which was adopted unanimously by the Wisconsin Natural
Resources Board in January, 2026..

The City became aware of PFAS in their City water supply on French Island in Wells 23/24 in 2014/2016. They
did not inform their City customers nor Town of Campbell officials until 2020 when forced to do so by the DNR.
This despite the fact, that Town property is located less than a half mile from these wells. In 2017/18 the City
pumped nearly 1 million gallons (daily) of PFAS tainted water into the Black River in an attempt to “pump” PFAS
from the shallow aquifer used by all neighboring communities (Town of Onalaska, City of Onalaska, City of La
Crosse, Town of Shelby, Town of Barre, Town of Medary, etc.) (see Exhibit C attached).

In April 2019 the DNR refused to extend the pump permit due to the ineffectiveness of the pumping process. At
that time the highest PFAs detected were between 175-210 ppt. In May 2019 the WDNR sent the City of La
Crosse clerk a letter identifying the PFAS and VOC contamination on French Island and the threat it posed to
public health, safety, welfare and the environment. It further outlined the mandatory actions and timelines required
under the Spills Law. Yet, the Town of Campbell was still not notified of contamination until October 2020 nearly
18 months later. (see Exhibit D attached).

The assertion that the City of La Crosse can supply less risky water is inaccurate. Per the 2024 City Annual Water
Report PFOA/S sum 10.6 ppt. The Mt. Simon aquifer used by the City of La Crescent and Town of Campbell
yield 0 PFAS. The EPA MCL is 4ppt with a MCLG of 0.

No information has been provided to show that the City can provide water that is less costly to Campbell users.
Page 6 - Bullet 2

The Town has been exceedingly transparent with its citizens about the Town’s proposed water system’s risks or
costs. The PSC estimates are based on amortization of costs for repairs and replacements. Since the new system
will in fact use all new equipment the amortization of these costs can be spread over a longer timeline.



Level of Radium identified. It is unclear where the City’s referenced data emanates from - whether Test Well data
or Final Well #1 data. The City of La Crosse radium of 2.22 pCi/L has increased over the last 6 years and is shown
on their annual water report: La Crosse 2024 Water Quality Report - 5-16-2025 draft.pub. After treatment, the
City of La Crescent water, also sourced from the Mt. Simon aquifer, is 1.3 less in radium concentration than La

Crosse
Page 7 - Bullet 1 — PSC Rate Setting

The Town has retained Ehlers & Associates to review the estimated Water Rates and assist in developing
methodology that is more appropriate for a large, mostly new, water utility.

Page 7 - Bullet 2 — City Watermains

Of course, the City Watermains have value, but that has changed with the abandonment of the City’s well field
on French Island. The mains no longer deliver water to the main body of the City, they now receive water for the
City customers on the island. The French Island mains no longer provide a supply benefit to the rest of the City’s
service area.

Page 8 - Bullet 1 — Looped System

The redundancy provided by the two river crossings is an important benefit to the City system, but there is no risk
of “stagnant water” in pipes serving 122 customers. The Town is willing to provide an interconnection with their
water system to provide a backup for La Crosse customers on French Island.

Page 9 — Hiawatha Islands

The Town is willing to acquire the City’s watermain on Hiawatha Islands and serve all the properties from their
system, City and Town, at the same rates. If necessary to provide a parallel main to serve Town customers, the
situation will be similar to Lauderdale Addition where a La Crosse watermain serves the south side of the street
and an Onalaska watermain serves the north side.

Page 9 - City water capacity

In Town and City discussions about the abandonment of well 26 the City repeatedly told the Town of Campbell
that well 26 was need for capacity. It is believed that well and the entire French Island well field were abandoned
in 2021 or later. Yet no new wells in the City have been drilled. The City Annual water report shows active wells
13,16,17, 19, & 22.

Page 9 - Wastewater

The Town is not entitled to discharge radium-contaminated wastewater to the City’s wastewater treatment system.
The City discharges radium from both their own municipal water system and that of La Crescent. The City has
no current permit limit related to radium. A recent multi million upgrade to the La Crosse Wastewater Treatment
Plant includes capacity to treat the Town of Campbell and additional growth. The wastewater agreement expired
without a new contract because the City has not been responsive. Contract negotiations require a dialog, not a
“take it or leave” demand with unfair conditions (see Exhibit E attached). The Town has attempted to complete
the sewer contract for years with little response from the City. There is no sewer capacity or treatment issue
preventing sewer service to the Town’s water treatment plant.

Page 12 Stormwater management -

Flooding on French Island is related to flooding of the Mississippi and Black Rivers surrounding the island. No

stormwater system will alleviate that flooding. Parts of the Town are developed with small homes, on small lots

with narrow streets, common in rural areas. No sophisticated, expensive stormwater management system is

necessary. The City’s lack of stormwater management on Airport property has allowed PFAS to migrate from

Airport boundaries into the Town of Campbell properties and shallow aquifer. The City has not invested nor

constructed a mechanism to prevent the PFAS from migrating off the Airport property or infiltrating to the

groundwater, adding to the contamination of the water supply. This is documented in the BRRTS report by

Chemical Engineer Michael Farin showing how the surface water on the Airport is transported throughout their

property, migrating off the installation and contaminating areas north, west and south. The [following photosl show “[Commented [MDI1]: Just a couple photos may make the j

Page 13 Bullet 1

The statement that the City would be most impacted by the Town incorporating as a Village is probably their only
accurate assertion. The City has refused to negotiate in good faith with the Town of Campbell and other
neighboring municipalities unless it serves the City’s demands. Both the City of La Crescent and the City of
Onalaska were denied updated sewer agreements until the City recognized had a fiscal incentive to do so. Due to
the lack of a contract the Town of Campbell overpaid sewer fees which were never refunded and continues to be
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subject to an expensive sewer surcharge. Sadly the City of La Crosse has refused to engage in good faith
negotiations.

CONCLUSION

The proposed incorporation should be approved and allowed to proceed to referendum of the people of the Town.
For the reasons set forth in this rebuttal, prior written submittals and the information presented at the public
hearing and pro, the area proposed for incorporation overwhelmingly meets the statutory standards set forth in §
66.0207.

STIPULATION AND INTER-GOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE TOWN OF CAMPBELL AND THE CITY OF LA CROSSE

The City of La Crosse, (hereinafter referred to as “City’’), a Wisconsin municipal
corporation with offices at 400 La Crosse Street, La Crosse, Wisconsin, 54601, and the
Town of Campbell, (hereinafter referred to as “Town”), a Wisconsin municipality with
offices at 2219 Bainbridge Street, La Crosse, Wisconsin, 54603, enter into this stipulation
and agreement, subject to approval of the courts having jurisdiction, compromising and
settling the litigation and determining the common boundary line between the
municipalities under authority of Wisconsin Statutes §§66.0225, to the extent applicable
and 66.0301.

RECITALS

A. There are boundaries of the City and the Town that are immediately adjacent as
shown on Exhibit 1.

B. The City and the Town are parties to multiple court actions for the purpose of
testing the validity or invalidity of annexations and an incorporation.

C. It is the intention of the City and Town that the courts having jurisdiction of the
litigation, subject to this stipulation, may enter a final judgment incorporating the
provisions of the stipulation and agreement and fixing the Common Boundary Line
between the municipalities involved.

D. On February 12, 2004, the Common Council of the City of La Crosse, approved
this stipulation and agreement.

E. On February 24, 2004, the Town Board of the Town of Campbell approved this
stipulation and agreement.



EXHIBIT A

F. The City and Town enter into this stipulation and agreement for the purposes of
establishing a long-term boundary, assuring orderly growth and development, allowing
the Town to maintain land area of at least four (4) square miles, protecting town property
owners from annexations against their will and facilitating annexation of lands to the City
at the will of the owners who need city services, without threat of lawsuits.

G. The City and Town have independently determined that this agreement best
promotes the mutual public health, safety, order, convenience, prosperity and general
welfare as well as efficiency and economy of development within both the City and the
Town.

SECTION I: TERM OF AGREEMENT

This agreement shall commence as of the date of entry of judgment of this stipulation and
agreement and shall terminate on January 1, 2025.

SECTION II: PARTICIPATING MUNICIPALITES

This stipulation and agreement applies to the City of La Crosse and the Town of
Campbell, located in La Crosse County, Wisconsin.

SECTION III: COMMON BOUNDARY LINE

The parties mutually agree to the Common Boundary Line between the municipalities as
described on the attached Exhibit 1 and request the court having jurisdiction to enter a
final judgment incorporating the provisions of this stipulation and fixing the Common
Boundary Line.

SECTION IV: FOUR (4) SQUARE MILE REQUIREMENT

A. The City and the Town understand that Wisconsin Statute §66.0205 provides that
the minimum area requirement for a metropolitan village is four (4) square miles. It is
the intent of the City and the Town that a sufficient area for incorporation under
Wisconsin Statute §66.0205 shall be retained by the Town during the term of this
agreement in order to meet the statutory requirement.

B. The total land area of the Town as a result of the Common Boundary Line
described in Section III is 4.0569 square miles.

C. Under no circumstances shall the City be allowed to annex property if doing so
would cause the Town to go below four (4) square miles.

SECTION V: DISMISSAL OF LAWSUITS

A. Upon the entry of a final judgment incorporating the provisions of this stipulation,
the following lawsuits shall be dismissed:

B. The City and the Town agree that there shall be no division of assets or liabilities

nor tax pro ration as it relates to the annexation disputes dismissed by this stipulation.

C. No costs or attorneys fees shall be assessed against either party.



EXHIBIT A

SECTION VI FUTURE ANNEXATIONS

A. The City will not accept any annexation request from any property owner on the
main island, except as provided for in Paragraph B of this section.

B. La Crosse shall not accept nor approve any annexation requests from any property
owner in the Town of Campbell except those on Hiawatha Island and any property
deemed necessary by the Federal Aviation Administration for the safety of airport
operations. The territory making up Hiawatha Island is attached as Exhibit 2.
Annexation of territory on Hiawatha Island must be unanimous direct annexation
pursuant to §66.0217(2).

C. The City shall give the Town at least twenty (20) days notice, in writing, of its
intent to annex said lands (see also procedure to calculate area being annexed). The
Town and the City shall calculate the remaining area within the Town at the time of the
consideration of each annexation and no annexation shall be accepted by the City if,
based upon the calculations set forth in Exhibit 3, the Town will fall below the required
four (4) square miles. Any disagreement as to whether the Town will fall below the four
(4) square miles shall be resolved by the court that entered judgment in this case, on
motion by either party for determination by the court.

D. The Town shall not contest, nor support opposition to, annexations, on any
grounds whatsoever, including contiguity, consistent with the terms of this agreement.

SECTION VII: INCORPORATION PETITIONS

A. Upon entry of judgment incorporating this stipulation and agreement, the Town
and the City shall jointly request the Department of Administration to dismiss the
currently pending incorporation petition.

B. The Town shall not assist or support in any way, including financially, any effort
to incorporate the whole Town or any part of the Town until after June 30, 2024. The
purpose of this agreement is to preserve the Town’s ability to seek incorporation during
the last six (6) months of this agreement (after June 30, 2024), and provide financial and
any other assistance it deems necessary to accomplish incorporation. The area of the
Town proposed for incorporation may include all lands remaining in the Town as of June
30, 2024.

C. The City reserves the right to oppose and/or contest any incorporation on any
basis except the land area of the Town, which is understood and agreed to be preserved at
or above four (4) square miles throughout the term of this agreement.



EXHIBIT A

SECTION VIII: MUNICIPAL SERVICES

The parties acknowledge that the City and the Town currently have agreements for
cooperation and provision of services related to sanitary sewer treatment, bus service and
recycling services. This agreement is not intended to affect or impair agreements that are
currently in existence. The City and the Town further agree that the existing agreements
for bus service and recycling may be discontinued if the City and the Town cannot reach
an agreement to renew or continue said services. The parties agree that the sanitary
sewer service contract will not be discontinued during the term of this agreement. The
City shall not be obligated to provide any other City service during the term of this
agreement. The agreement does not prevent the City and the Town from making
agreements for the provision of other municipal services on terms and conditions
subsequently agreed to by the parties.

SECTION IX: INTERPRETATION OF AGREEMENT
This document has been jointly drafted by representatives of the City and the Town.
SECTION X: CHALLENGE TO AGREEMENT

A. Should a third party challenge the validity or enforceability of this agreement or
any of its provisions, the City and the Town shall fully cooperate to vigorously defend the
agreement. Settlement of any action shall be permitted only with the approval of the
governing bodies of both the City and the Town.

B. A challenge to this agreement by the City or the Town or a failure to vigorously
defend this agreement constitutes a breach.

C. If a challenge to the validity or enforceability of this agreement or any statutory
provision under which this agreement is entered into is declared unconstitutional or any
part of this agreement is declared invalid, the City and the Town agree to proceed to
establish a cooperative boundary agreement, pursuant to Wisconsin Statute §66.0307, or
any successive statute upon the same terms and conditions as provided herein. The goal
of the City and the Town is to ensure the enforceability of the terms of this agreement.

SECTION XI: BINDING EFFECT OF AGREEMENT

This agreement shall bind, and accrue to the benefit of, all successors of the City and
Town, whether one or more.



EXHIBIT A

SECTION XII: REMEDIES

A. In the event of a breach of this agreement, the City and the Town shall meet to
seek a resolution within thirty (30) days following written notice by one party to the other
party of the breach.

B. Either party may seek declaratory judgment or specific performance of this
agreement by court action in addition to any other remedies available at law or in equity.

C. In the event it is determined that an annexation would cause the Town area to fall
below four (4) square miles, the Town may apply to the circuit court in La Crosse County
to enforce the terms of this agreement related to the preservation of the four (4) square
miles.

SECTION XIII: AMENDMENT

This agreement may be amended upon the mutual agreement of the parties during
the term hereof.

WHENEVER THE FINAL SETTLEMENT DATE IS DETERMINED BY THE COURTS, THE FOLLOWING
METHODOLOGY WILL BE USED TO DETERMINE THE OFFICIAL LAND AREA OF ALL PARCELS BEING REMOVED
FROM THE TOWN OF CAMPBELL VIA ANNEXATION.

BACKGROUND:

THE OFFICIAL LAND AREA FOR THE TOWN OF CAMPBELL IS BASED ON THE LOCATION OF TERRESTRIAL
VEGETATION AS DETERMINED FROM MAPS PROVIDED BY THE U.S. FISH AND WILDLIFE SERVICE. THE

It is hereby stipulated and agreed by and between the parties hereto being the City of
LaCrosse, hereinafter referred to as “City” and the Town of Campbell, hereinafter referred to as
the “Town” as follows:

WHEREAS, as of December 10, 2003 the parties arrived at a tentative agreement and the
terms of said tentative agreement are contained in Exhibit “A” and;

WHEREAS, the parties have further stipulated, in order to further describe and make
provisions for the implementation of the agreement, the terms and conditions as set forth below:

1. Term of Boundary Agreement — This Agreement shall commence as of the date
of the court approval of the stipulation and shall terminate on January 1, 2025.

2. Four (4) Square Mile Requirement.

The parties to this agreement understand that Wisconsin Statute 66.0205 provides that the
minimum area requirement for a metropolitan village is four (4) square miles. It is the intent of
the parties to this agreement that a sufficient area for incorporation under Wisconsin Statutes
66.0205 shall be retained by the Town during the term of this agreement in order to meet the

statutory requirement.

The parties have agreed that the City shall have the right to annex (through voluntary
annexations on Hiawatha Island and airport expansion on the main island) territory; however, at
no time shall the voluntary annexations cause the Town to lose territory below four (4) square
miles. Voluntary annexation shall mean unanimous direct annexations pursuant to Wis. Stats.
66.0217(2).

The parties further agree that it is necessary to have a method of implementing the above
terms of the agreement and to that end the parties have attached Bxhibits “A”, “B” and “C”
which are maps designating areas on Hiawatha Island, which upon dismissal of the annexation
law suits, will permanently become a part of the City of LaCrosse. The map designated as
Exhibit “D” shows the area remaining in the Town and the area within the Town on the date of
the court’s judgment which is agreed to be in the amount of 4.12 square miles. No future
voluntary annexations on Hiawatha shall be allowed if it resuits in the area falling below four (4)
square miles. In addition, no annexation adjacent to the airport as designated in tentative term
Paragraph 5 shall cause the area to fall below four (4) square miles.

In the event the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) determines that and directs the
City to acquire lands contiguous to the current airport property for the safety of airport
operations, the City shall notify the Town of the FAA directive and the City’s intention to
acquire additional contiguous lands. Said notice in writing shall be given at least twenty (20)
days before the City takes any action tb acquire property and said notice shall include notice to
the Town if the City intends to annex the acquired lands. The Town, in the event it is determined
that the annexation would cause the Town area to fall below four (4) square miles, may apply to

the circuit court of LaCrosse County to enforce the terms of this agreement related to the
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preservation of the four (4) square miles. Under no circumstances shall the City be allowed to
annex property if doing so would cause the Town to go below four (4) square miles.

As to proposed annexations on Hiawatha Island, the City shall give the Town at least
twenty (20) days notice in writing, of its intent to annex any lands (see also procedure to
calculate area being annexed). The Town and the City shall calculate the remaining area within
the Town at the time of the consideration of each annexation and no annexation shall be accepted
by the City if, based upon the calculations set forth in Exhibit “A”, the Town will fall below the
required four (4) square miles. Any disagreement as to whether the Town will fall below the
four (4) square miles shall be resolved by the circuit court on motion by either party for
determination by the court. The parties further understand and agree that if the entire Hiawatha
Island has been annexed to the City by the end of this agreement that (assuming no further
annexations have occurred on any other island) the area of the Town shall be in excess of four
(4) square miles.

3. Dismissal of Annexation Law Suits

The following annexations shall be dismissed upon the court’s signing of the Judgment
incorporating this agreement. The signing of the Judgment shall occur subsequent to the
expiration of thirty (30) days following the publication of the stipulation or the referendum, if
required, pursuant to Wis. Stats. 66.0225:

The parties further agree that the annexations shown on the map Exhibit “C” to the City
have occurred and are being contested by the Town. At the time the Judgment is signed by the
court, the Town concedes the validity of said annexations and they shall become a part of the
City.

The parties further agree that the annexation designated as the Edwards Annexation and
shown on the map Exhibit “B” has been declared void by the court and upon approval of this
Stipulation and Judgment shall be returned to the Town. The area of the Edwards Annexation is
included in the current calculation of the area of the Town and the area of all other annexations

conceded to the City has been removed and arriving at the total calculation of 4.12 square miles.
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The City and the Town agree that there shall be no division of assets nor tax proration as
it relates to the annexation disputes resolved by this stipulation. No costs or attomey’s fees shall
be assessed against either party.

In order to provide a method for the parties to keep a record of annexations subsequent to
the stipulation and during the term of the agreement, it is agreed that the City will give notice to
the Town at least twenty (20) days before the adoption the City will give notice (in addition to
any statutory notice required) to the Town at least twenty (20) days before the adoption of any
annexation ordinance, thereby allowing the Town to evaluate whether the annexation caused the
area of the Town to fall below four (4) square miles. If the Town determines that the four (4)
square miles would be threatened, the Town shall notify the City and if the City proceeds with
the annexation, the Town shall have the right to file a motion with the circuit court of LaCrosse
County to enforce this agreement.

In the event the court determines that the Town would fall below four (4) square miles
the court shall have the authority and shall declare the annexation void as a violation of this
agreement or shall order the City to detach property from the City to the Town of a sufficient
area to allow the Town to maintain the total of four (4) square miles.

4. Incorporation

The Town has previously provided financial assistance to incorporation attempts. The
Town agrees that it shall provide no financial assistance of any nature and shall not provide any
Town resources to support either the current incorporation attempt or any subsequent
incorporation attempt, other than as provided by the terms of this agreement. The Town shall
further request that the current petitioners dismiss the current incorporation petition, and in the

event the petitioners refuse to dismiss their petition, this agreement may be filed with the court
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and the Department of Administration as evidence that the Town has agreed to abandon the
current incorporation attempt.

5. Municipal Services

The parties acknowledge that the Town and the City currently have agreements for
cooperation and provision of services related to sanitary sewer treatment, bus service and
recycling services. This agreement is not intended to affect or impair agreements that are
currently in existence. The parties further agree that the existing agreements for bus service and
recycling may be discontinued if the City and the Town cannot reach an agreement to renew or
continue said services. The parties agree that the sanitary sewer service contract is subject to the
regulations of the DNR and cannot be modified, amended or discontinued without the approval
of the DNR. The City shall not be obligated to provide any other City service during the term of
this agreement. The agreement does not prevent the parties from making agreements for the
provision of other municipal services on terms and conditions subsequently agreed to by the
parties.

6. Subsequent Incorporation

The purpose of this agreement to preserve the Town’s ability to seek incorporation during
the last six (6) months of this agreement (after June 30, 2024), and provide financial and any
other assistance it deems necessary to accomplish incorporation. The area of the Town proposed
for annexation may include all lands remaining in the Town as of June 30, 2024.

The City reserves the right to oppose and/or contest the incorporation on any basis except
the land area of the Town, which is understood and agreed to be preserved at or above four (4)

square miles throughout the term of this agreement.

| have recently completed a review of PFAS analytical results at the La Crosse airport which indicates
that the composition of the PFAS in the private wells west of Airport Road is likely a mixture of that from
the terminal apron plus the 2001 crash site.

The consultants have claimed this is impossible based on the output of a groundwater model which was
not set up or calibrated to account for the complexities of this site.

Professor Michael Cardiff of the UW Geoscience department has said he believes that the model does
not account for recharge on French Island and that draw down from private wells along with
groundwater mounding could result in movement contrary to the gradient resulting from the dams on
either side of the island.

The attached document explores these issues in greater detail.
| understand that DNR is operating under severe constraints due to lack of a protective MCL and a

shortage of funding to assist with site investigation. However | believe the people with contaminated
wells deserve to know how DNR would like to see this site investigation moved forward.
